From 11am - 11.45am on Monday 10th March, We’ll be 

meeting Farmers Ruby and Lutfi, their family of change 

champions and their cheeky gang of chickens, goats and 

sheep! 

 First we’ll be joining the family on a farm walk to help 

look after all their animals and learn about all the ways 

they fight climate change on the farm. Then we’ll be tak-

ing some of the produce from their vegetable garden to 

join Tom the food-waste fighting chef in his kitchen to 

whip up a delicious, seasonal, zero-waste delight! 

In this lesson we’ll be practicing three types of Change 

Champion skills and earning badges to colour in as we go! 



 

Year 3 and 4  

From 11am - 11.45am on Wednesday 12th March, Join us for an action-packed morn-
ing of animal adaptation and climate change fighting innovation! 
 
First, we’ll meet Dr Harriet, the Cow Geneticist, who will introduce us to her herd of Belted 
Galloway cows and teach us about how, not only are they perfectly suited to living here in 
the UK, but they play an extremely important part in the survival of their ecosystem where 
even their poo does several amazing jobs! Then we’ll be staying on the topic of poo to 
meet a farmer who uses the power of his animals’ poos in various, innovative and climate-
change-fighting ways. 

After that, it's time to delve into the science of soil and conduct a microscopic microhabi-
tat soil safari with Dr Samuel in his secret lab at Harper Adams University. 

Then, we’ll be meeting flower farmer, florist, researcher and campaigner, Roisin to share 
with us everything she discovered during her year of globe-trotting research into climate-
friendly flower farming and how British farmers are adapting to meet the challenges of cli-
mate change. 

And after all this climate change fighting action, you might be wondering how you can 

join the fight at home? Well, fear not as our final stop will be at Tom, the food-waste 

fighting chef’s kitchen where we’ll be whipping up a zero-waste dish made from seasonal 

British produce and challenging you to make it at home or school. 

 

And that’s not all! There will be plenty of opportunities for your students to join in, share 

their ideas and send in their questions. We’ll also be setting lots of extra challenges to

Amazing Adaptation Day: Afternoon (Upper KS2) 

 
From 2pm -2.45pm on Wednesday 12th March 

Amazing Adaptation Day continues, join us for an action-packed afternoon of 
amazing adaptation and climate change fighting innovation! 

First, we’ll meet Dr Harriet, the Cow Geneticist, who will introduce us to her herd of 
Belted Galloway cows to learn all about adaptation, inheritance and selective 
breeding (while hopefully catching a Beltie calving!) We’ll learn all about Dr              
Harriet’s fascinating cow genetics work when she worked with some amazing    
Zebus (or camel cows!) in Africa. Then we’ll head over to Sparsholt College, who 
will take us for an exclusive meeting with one of the only 17 Zebus in the UK! We’ll 
compare and contrast Zebus with native UK cattle breeds before continuing our 
amazing adaptation adventure in Wales with a herd of sheep that have been bred 
for their climate friendly features. We might even catch a spot of live lambing while 
we're here! 

Next, we’ll be off to meet Claudia, the Plant Physiologist, to learn how selective 
breeding and adaptation in plants can help create climate change resistant crops. 
And after all this climate change fighting action, you might be wondering how you 
can join the fight at home? Well, fear not as our final stop will be at Tom, the food-
waste fighting chef’s kitchen where we’ll be whipping up a zero-waste dish made 
from seasonal British produce and challenging you to make it at home or school. 

And that’s not all! There will be plenty of opportunities for your students to join in, 
share their ideas and send in their questions. We’ll also be setting lots of extra 
challenges to complete before, during and after the sessions to further enhance 
your pupils’ Science Week.
